
RAHA COLLEGE ALUMNI ASSOCIATION 

Raha College Alumni Association was set up in 2003 and the alumni have submitted its proposal 

for registration and have been registered. It is an active association. There are 500 members in the 

alumni. It conducts its meetings on an annual basis. The alumni have contributed 3 book shelves 

and 100 books to the Central College Library in the last 5 years. The alumni have also donated 2 

drinking water filters for the students of the College in the last 5 years. 

The alumni of the College have been providing support services to the College. The following are 

the different ways in which the alumni contributed in the last 5 years: 

(a) During the time of covid pandemic in 2020 and 2021, Raha College was made into a covid 

quarantine center and a covid care center, where the active members of the alumni lent 

their support by providing help to the patients. Again, in 2021, when the college was made 

into a covid care center, some alumni members lent their support by providing drinking 

water, packaged lunch, medicine, etc. 

(b) In 2022 during the month of May and June, when the entire Raha area was inundated by 

flood water, the General secretary of the association along with some members of the 

alumni rendered support to the Raha locality along with SDRF (State Disaster Response 

Force) and NDRF (National Disaster Response Force). They also rendered support to the 

College by recovering vital documents from the College office. The College was under flood 

water for more than three weeks and the alumni members provided full support during 

that time. 

(c) The alumni of the College have created social awareness programme by conducting camps, 

rallies in the Raha area of the district. Some of the topics which the alumni have brought 

to the notice of the general public are the evils of superstition, witch-hunting, bad effects 

of tobacco, prohibition of liquor, child marriage, etc. 

(d) The alumni of the College also conducted some street plays on relevant social issues in the 

last 5 years. 

(e) The alumni of the College carry out a plantation drive in the college premises on every 

June 5th Environmental day). 

(f) On Teacher’s day (September 5th) the alumni of the college felicitate the teachers and 

office staff of the college. 

(g) The alumni of the college have made it a tradition to felicitate and respect the elderly 

people of Raha locality. 

(h) The Assistant General Secretary of the association Sanjay Kumar Kakati has rendered 

yeoman service to the college by holding a yoga camp for one month during November 

2021. 

(i) A 10 day Yoga camp was conducted during the month of September 2023 by the Alumni
